Note: Identification panels are located on the side of the tank nearest to the fuel cap. Please keep your serial

Step Description           

1. Mark the bolt locations for all four brackets. This can be done one of two ways: 
a. Using the mounting template.  

Make sure to leave enough space to clear the bulkhead at the back of the cab. Tape the 
mounting template down or mark the drill points clearly with a marker or paint pen, as the 
template is likely to tear or shift as you start drilling. 

b. Using the tank itself.  
Place the tank in the desired location and set the brackets where they belong. Mark the drill 
locations with a marker or paint pen, then move the brackets and tank out of the way. 

Please Note:  

• The small brackets are to be used at the rear of the tank (closer to the cab.) The large brackets are to be 
used at the front of the tank (closer to the tailgate.) 

• The large bracket has 4 holes for bolts. This is to provide options to work around different corrugation 
widths. At least 2 bolts must be used to secure this bracket, but any of the four holes may be used. 
Using all holes is not necessary. 

• Different corrugation widths may require the tank to shift slightly for optimal installation.  
 

2. If desired, mount any accessories, such as transfer pumps or gravity feed kits, onto the tank following the 
instructions included with those products.  
Note: If installing a transfer pump, be sure to use the included Draw Straw Retaining Clamps Kit. 

On certain pumps with collapsible draw straws, we've found that fuel movement while driving can cause 
the straw to gradually "walk back up," making it difficult to draw fuel from the bottom of the tank. In 
some cases, the straw may even shift out of the designated draw straw pocket. To prevent this, we've 
included two hose clamps. Once you've measured and set the correct length of the draw straw, install 
the clamps as shown in the image, making sure each clamp faces in the opposite direction. 

 

 
3. BEFORE DRILLING: Check under the bed for drilling interference with crossmembers, supports, wires, fill hoses, 

etc. If necessary, reposition the tank or mounting template to clear any issues. 
 

4. Drill the 8 holes with a 7/16” drill bit. Loosely install the small brackets with the included 3/8” carriage bolts, 
washers, and locknuts. Use the provided spacers, or something of a similar height, for bolts that fall on 
corrugation valleys to bridge the gap between the bed and the bracket. 
 

5. Slide tank into place and install the large brackets with the rest of the included 3/8” hardware. 



 
6. Tighten down all bolts and finish installing any accessories. Attach the grounding wire from the grounding stud 

on top of the tank to the truck. The grounding wire should make metal-on-metal contact with the frame. It’s 
acceptable if contact is made with a bolt into the frame or a metal bed. 
 

IMPORTANT NOTICE: When installing a transfer pump, only use Teflon tape. Do 
not use pipe sealing adhesive.  

IMPORTANT NOTICE: When installing a transfer pump, make sure the draw tube 
is centered in the draw tube retainer located on the bottom of the tank.
