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 1. Disconnect battery. 
 
 2. Remove OEM accessory drive belt and A/C belt if equipped. 
 
 3. Remove OEM hose support bracket from top of alternator. 
 
 4. Disconnect wires from back of alternator. 
 
5. Remove alternator from factory position. 
 
6.    Mount pump (6) to pump plate (1) with 3/8 x 1 ¼ bolts (14) and 3/8 flat washer (15).  Position pump  

so suction (large) port is toward outside (right) of truck. 
 
7. Place pump plate with pump onto original alternator bracket at location A using .930” spacer (3) with 

½ x 6 GR 8 bolt (10) and ½ flat washer (12).  Do not tighten. 
  
8. Place alternator at top of pump plate using .615” spacer (4) and ½ x 7 GR 8 bolt (9) at location B and 

½ x 1 ½ GR 8 bolt (8) at location C.  Do not tighten. 
 
 9.    Remove top OEM bolt at location D from front of exhaust manifold.  Install brace (2) at location D 

placing .150” spacer (5) between brace and manifold and inserting 12mm x 45mm bolt (11).  Thread 
½ lock nut (13) on back of ½ x 7 bolt through bottom of alternator. 

 
10. Tighten all bolts and nuts. 
 
11. Install clutch coil (7) onto front of pump plate using four wiz flanges supplied with clutch.  Install 

clutch pulley (7) onto pump shaft using bolt and washer supplied with clutch. 
 
12. Install belt (16).  Refer to Figure 2 for routing. 
 
13. Reconnect wires to back of alternator.  Reconnect battery. 
 
14. Secure hoses that were held by the OEM bracket that was removed in item 3 to convenient location. 
 
15. Install OEM A/C belt. 
 
16. Run the engine and check for any clearance or alignment problems.  Adjust as needed. 
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
