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Unless otherwise specified, lightbar mounting feet must be sitting as close to the
edge of the roof as possible and not be hanging off the edge.

IMPORTANT! The lightbar must be a minimum of 16" from any radio
antennas.

IMPORTANT: For strap mounted lightbars, be sure you have the right
sized bar for your vehicle. The lightbar should be approximately the
same width as the vehicle roof. If too large or small it will not mount
properly to the vehicle andmay come loose during driving.

Strap Mounting:

1. Secure the mounting bracket to the mounting foot using the supplied
FLAT WASHERS and ELASTIC STOP NUTS. Leave the mounting
hardware loose enough so you can slide the two heads of the
carriage bolts into the tracks in the bottom of the lightbar base
extrusion. Do NOT install the optional spacers yet (Fig. 1).

2. Install the mounting foot onto the lightbar extrusion by sliding the
heads of the two carriage bolts you installed into the two tracks in the
bottom of the extruded base (Fig. 1).
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3. Slide the bracket to the outer end of the base extrusion and secure
the bracket to the extrusion by tightening the elastic stop nuts.
Repeat steps 1 - 3 for other side of lightbar.

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4. Installing Spacers: Spacers are
used as required to adjust the
lightbars clearance from the
vehicle roof. Spacers are also used ~ = ieeie—nme——r oo
to make the lightbar level with the
road so that the light does not
project up or down when viewed

from the front or rear of the vehicle.
Each spacer creates a 2° incline.

Stack 2 spacers face to face to
raise the height of the lightbar .

Lightbar Angle: Place the lightbar onto the vehicle roof in its exact
mounting location and use a level to check the angle of the lightbar. If
(because of the curvature of the vehicle roof) the front and rear lights
project up or down, you will need to install one of the supplied spacers.
Note the angle of the tilt to determine where to place the spacer.
Installation: Remove the mounting feet and install the spacer (maximum 1
per side) then reinstall the feet.

Distance from roof: The lightbar must be no closer than 1/2 inch (at the
closest point) from the vehicle roof. Installation: Remove the mounting
feet, install the spacers as shown (maximum 2 per side) and reinstall feet.

5.  With the lightbar in position on the vehicle, slide the end of the
mounting strap (with the single hole) into the mounting foot as shown
and loosely secure it to the foot with the tension bolt (Fig. 2).
NOTE: When the opposite end of the strap (which mounts to the
vehicle) is in its mounting position (on the edge of the roof) the
end of the strap going to the foot should be no more than 3/8”
from the cage nut. If the distance from the strap to the cage nut
is greater than 3/8”, remove the lightbar from the vehicle and
move both mounting feet the necessary distance to correct this
before doing step 5.

6. Bring the outside of the mounting strap down to the edge of the
vehicle roof. The outer end of the strap should hook around the roof
(Fig. 2). Mounting straps are made for specific vehicles and the one
designed for your vehicle will conform to the edge of that roof.

7. Make sure the strap is in position on the edge of the roof and the
other end lines up properly with the cage nut. Drill two holes for a #10
screw through the two mounting holes in the strap and secure the
strap with the two #10 X 1/2” PHILLIPS PAN HEAD SHEET METAL
SCREWS.

8. Tighten the tension bolt firmly to secure the foot to the vehicle.

Routing the Lightbar Cable(s):

Drilling the Cable Access Hole

1. To protect the headliner from damage caused by drilling the cable
access hole through the vehicle roof, allow a 5” to 7” distance
between roof and headliner by lowering the headliner before drilling.

2. Using a 1” hole saw, drill the cable access hole then use a round file
to smooth and de-burr the edges of the hole. Install a 1” grommet
(user supplied).

2. Dril two holes in each
mounting foot as shown to

accommodate the permanent 420 X 14/2" PERMANENT
mount hardware. SOCKET HEAD MOUNTING
SCREW

3. Position the lightbar onto the
vehicle in its exact mounting
location and mark the location
of the mounting holes onto the
surface of the roof using the
mounting feet as templates.

4. Remove the lightbar and drill
the 4 mounting holes.

5. Install the lightbar using the
supplied 1/4 - 20 Socket Head
Machine Screw, 1/4” Internal
Tooth Lock Washer and 1/4 -
20 X 7/16 Hex Nut.

3. Insert the cable(s) through the cable access hole into the vehicle.
Use RTV silicone to weatherproof the access hole after the cable(s)
are pulled completely into the vehicle.

4. Route the cable(s) one at a time to their respective destinations
(power cable to vehicle battery; control cable to switch panel). Refer
to the instructions included with your switches for switch wiring
information.

Warning Light Functions:

GRN: Front Corners (Fuse wire @ 5 AMPS)
Applying +VBAT to the GRN wire activates the Front Corners.

GRN/WHT: Front Directionals (Fuse wire @ 15 AMPS)
Applying +VBAT to the GRN/WHT wire activates the Front Directionals.

BLUE: Rear Corners (Fuse wire @ 5 AMPS)
Applying +VBAT to the BLUE wire activates the Rear Corners.

BLU/WHT: Rear Directionals (Fuse wire @ 15 AMPS)
Applying +VBAT to the BLU/WHT wire activates the Rear Directionals.

VIOLET: Low Power (Fuse wire @ 1 AMP)

ORANGE: Pattern Override (Fuse wire @ 1 AMPS)

Applying +VBAT to the ORANGE wire while lightheads are activated, will
change the flash pattern to whatever pattern override is programmed for.

The unit must be
turned off and then back on to restore normal, Hi power operation.
(Momentary Switch)

Level Mode: Applying +VBAT to the VIOLET wire for over 1 sec. holds the
power supply in low power mode until voltage is removed. (Toggle Switch)
Wht/Vio: Scan-Lock™ (Fuse wire @ 1 AMP)

To change the flash pattern on any light, activate only that light.

TO CHANGE PATTERNS: To cycle forward to the next available pattern
apply +VBAT to the WHITE-VIOLET wire for less than 1 second and release.
To cycle back to the previous pattern apply +VBAT to the WHITE-VIOLET
wire for more than 1 second and release.
